                                                           PROPER CARE OF YOUR FACE TOOLS

     Whenever you see a well made up woman or young girl, you can bet that she has the proper cosmetic 
brushes and tools to achieve a professional smooth look. You can also be sure that she takes good care 
of them.
     HOW TO WASH BRUSHES:  Keep your tools in shape just like the pros do. The truth is that makeup 
brushes carry bacteria. Keeping them spotless will allow your makeup to look fresh. To clean brushes, 
pour a mild household liquid soap.  Baby shampoo and Joy work well. Using the smallest amount 
dissolve in warm water in a large glass or bowl.  Start with larger brushes, swirling in the warm liquid 
until they look clean. Rinse gently under the faucet. Smooth with a terrycloth towel and let stand face 
up in a glass to dry. If your brushes were very full of color you might have to make another solution. 
Take smaller brushes and swirl. For best results add a drop of soap to each brush and wash under 
running water. Repeat with towel and place upwards in glass. 
     Give your freshly washed brushes at least 24 hours to rest, if possible. If they haven’t dried 
completely  the powders will not adhere properly to your face.
     TIP:  To keep brushes bacteria free, take a damp cloth and rub the brushes daily.   It will take an 
extra second but it will give a cleaner application.
     Wash makeup sponges with warm soapy water BEFORE use.
     Metal combs used to remove mascara clumps may be cleaned weekly with a damp rag.
     Mascara: When mascara starts to get old, the brush gets laden with extra color and creates a mess. 
It also makes applying mascara messier and you end up spending time cleaning your eyes. That’s when 
You know it is time to wipe the mascara wand with a cloth to remove excess. NEVER add any water or 
liquid to thin old mascara and discard after 3 months to avoid eye infection.
     Using the above methods will extend the life of your tools and your makeup will look fresher. 
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
